Spring arrives in breathtaking fashion with an exceptional assortment of flowering
cherries—Kwanzan, Okame, Yoshino, Snow Fountain, Bing, and Tartarian varieties, creating waves of
soft pink and white blossoms. Complementing them are Asian and Bartlett pear trees, cold-hardy
peaches, apricots, blue Damson and Santa Rosa plums, nectarines, grapes, and hardy kiwi, blending
visual beauty with the pleasure of homegrown fruit.

Lush herbaceous borders line the walking paths, overflowing with classic English cottage garden
favorites. Romantic rose gardens, tree and herbaceous peonies, hostas, daylilies, daffodils, tulips,
lilacs, forsythia, Rose of Sharon, ornamental grasses, black-eyed Susans, Prairie Splendor
coneflowers, and native Joe-Pye weed create continuous color and texture throughout the
seasons. Star magnolias, ornamental hardy hibiscus, flowering purple-leaf plum trees, and dramatic
purple smoke trees add structure and elegance to the landscape.

Near the home, oriental tree lilies emerge each spring, filling the air with a captivating fragrance
just steps from the back door. Despite the richness and diversity of plantings, the gardens are
designed for ease of care, with very little lawn to mow and well-established perennials that return
reliably year after year.

Benches and statuary invite quiet moments of relaxation, while butterflies (Monarchs and yellow
tiger swallowtails) and songbirds bring constant movement and life to the garden. This is a private
outdoor retreat, a bird-watching and nature-loving paradise, perfect for morning walks, afternoon
reading, or evenings spent with a cool drink by the pool.
